REMOVE POWER FROM YOUR ROUTER AND READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE PROCEEDING 

 
Step 1 
Installation may be easier if the router lift is removed from your table before 
proceeding.  The photo at right shows the lift removed from the table.  
Also, this photo shows the router removed from the lift; this is for sake of 
clarity and is not typically required. 
 
Step 2 
Note the flat milled into the router holder (indicated by the red arrow in the 
photo at right). There should also be a 10-24 threaded hole on this surface.  
The encoder bracket will install onto this milled flat using one of the 
supplied 10-24 bolts. 
 
Step 3 
Note the 10-24 threaded hole in the base plate (indicated by the green 
arrow in the photo at right). The scale bracket will install to the base plate 
using this hole. 
 
Step 4 (Use the images below as a guide) 
Mount the scale bracket to the scale using the supplied 10-32 x ½ Phillips head screw. Do not fully tighten this screw yet. Mount 
the encoder bracket to the encoder using two 8-32 x 3/8 Phillips head screws and #8 nuts. Do not fully tighten these screws yet. 
Verify the orientation of all parts is correct before proceeding. 
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Step 5 
Attach the assembly from the previous step to the router lift using the supplied 10-24 
screws (use washers where necessary). Align the assembly so it is inline with the lift’s 
travel, and then tighten all fasteners. 
 
Step 6 
Slowly adjust the lift to the other end of its travel and confirm the measuring system is 
traveling inline with the lift and not binding during movement. Make any necessary 
adjustments to insure straight, non-binding movement. 
 
Step 7 
Using the supplied 4-40 screws, attach the Digital Readout to its mounting bracket as 
shown here. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 8 
Plug the encoder into the readout and verify the system is 
operation. If the reading direction is backwards, refer to the 
Operation Manual for instructions on programming the readout. 
 
Step 9 
Mount the readout bracket to your tabletop using the supplied #8 
wood screws. Ensure the encoder’s cable will reach the readout 
throughout the lift’s full range of motion. Use the supplied wire tie 
and stick-pad to keep the encoder’s cable out of harm’s way. 
 
 
 
 
Step 10 
Reinstall the router lift if it was removed in Step 1. Refer to the supplied Operation Manual to 
review the set-up and operation of the Digital Readout.
