Please note: 
Some assembly may have been completed at the factory. 
Parts may be slightly different than those shown. 
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Install the Scale 
 

1. Mount the digital scale to the stepped plates as shown, using the supplied screws. 

2. Align the right edge of scale close to the right 
edge of fence tube.  Typically, the digital scale is 
installed within an inch of the right edge – see 
diagram. This alignment is not mandatory (the 
digital readout can be calibrated to start anywhere 
on the digital scale). 

 
 
3. Align back edge of stepped scale 

bracket against angle iron, as 
shown. 

 
4. Clamp scale assembly in place. 
 
5. Using the holes in the stepped 

scale bracket as a guide, drill 
into the angle iron using the 
supplied #29 drill bit. 

 
6. Unclamp the scale assembly. 

 
 

7. Enlarge the guide holes in the 
stepped scale brackets using a 
3/16”  drill bit. 

 
 

8. Using the supplied 8-32 thread 
tap, tap the holes in the angle iron. Remove any burrs using a countersink or small file. 

 
9. Attach the scale assembly to the angle iron using the supplied 8-32 x 3/8”  Phillips head screws.

Installing the Readhead 

10. Notice the readhead has twelve internal grounding fingers.  Carefully slide the readhead onto the 
scale, using care not to damage any of these fingers.  The cable should exit towards the rear of the 
saw. (If the cable cannot exit towards the rear, the digital readout will need to be configured to 
reverse the reading direction – see “ Reverse Scaling”  in the Operation Manual.) 

 
Installing the DRO Bracket 
 

11. Remove the lock nut that holds the locking lever to 
the fence.  Place the DRO bracket flush with the right 
side of the fence.  The large hole in the DRO bracket 
fits over the locking lever bolt.  Reinstall the nut. 
Hold the DRO bracket so the bottom is parallel to the 
floor and tighten the nut. 

 
(Steps 12-14 are optional – they provide a stronger installation of 
the DRO bracket.) 
 
12. Mark the position of the DRO bracket’s upper hole 

onto the fence (using a transfer punch or a center 
punch). 

 
13. Temporarily loosen the lock nut from step 11.  Swing the DRO bracket backwards so the marked 

location is accessible.  Drill the marked position with a #7 drill bit.  Tap this hole with a ¼-20 
thread tap.  Install the supplied ¼-20 screw. 

 
14. Re-tighten the nut for the lower bolt. 

 
Installing the Digital Readout 
 

15. Remove the two screws on the front of 
the digital readout housing and set them 
aside. 

 
16. Pull the cover off the base. 

 
17. Drill out (or punch out) the upper left 

and lower right hole locations (they are 
partially drilled already). 

 
18. Attach the digital readout base to the 

DRO Bracket using the supplied #8-32 x 
3/8”  flathead screws.  Replace the 
digital readout cover and tighten screws. 
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Guide Clip Installation 
(Use Figure 3 as a reference.) 
 

19. Slide the supplied 8-32 x 1”  screws 
into the clip protector’s holes. Place 
two washers onto each screw.  Slip 
the guide clip onto the screws (the 
side with the pocket should face 
away from the screw heads).  Slide 
two more washers and one 
aluminum spacer onto each screw. 

 
 
20. Attach this assembly to the bottom of the DRO bracket as shown.  The pocket on the guide clip 

should engage the post on the readhead. 
 

21. Examine the guide clip and readhead mating.  The 
spacers and washers should stack up to apply just enough 
pressure to flex the guide clip 0.050 inches (the same 
thickness as one of the washers).  Adjust the number of 
spacers or washers until the spacing is properly set. 

 
22. Connect the readhead to the digital readout. 

 
23. Move the fence in both directions, checking for binding.  

Adjust the guide clip spacing, or the fence alignment as needed. 
 

24. Verify the digital readout reads larger numbers when moved from left to right.  If it does not, the 
digital readout will need to be configured to reverse the reading direction – see “ Reverse Scaling”  
in the Operation Manual.

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Calibration 
(Use the Operation Manual as a reference if needed.) 
 

1. With the fence locked in position near the saw blade, cut a small square board. 
 
2. Measure this board with the most precise measuring tool available and write down the 

measurement. 
 

3. Press the ZERO key. 
 

4. Use the PLUS key to enter the measured value. 
 

5. Press and hold the ON/OFF button.  Quickly press and release the MODE button.  Release the 
ON/OFF button.  The keyboard is now locked.  It can be unlocked by repeating this procedure. 

 
6. The digital readout should be re-calibrated when the saw blade is changed (kerf allowance) or 

when the batteries in the digital readout are changed. 
 
 
Removing the Fence from the Saw 
 
1. Disconnect the cable from the digital readout. 
 
2. Disengage the readhead from the guide clip and slide the readhead to the left. 
 
3. Slide the fence to the right and remove it from the table. 
 
4. When re-installing the fence, be sure the readhead is re-engaged by the guide clip.  Re-calibration may 

be necessary. 
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Troubleshooting: 
 
The reading is accurate close to the saw blade, but not accurate at larger distances: 
�  Check the alignment of the saw fence.  The alignment will affect the measurements at larger distances. 
�  Also be sure to check the mounting of all components.  Any loose bolts can allow for “ slop”  

measurements. 
 
The digital readout resets itself while saw is running and the fence is locked: 
�  The readout has been reset.  Large voltage spikes from nearby motors, inverters, or dust collection 

systems can sometimes cause this.  Be sure that all devices are properly grounded. 
�  Extreme vibration can cause this.  Mount the digital readout in a location with less vibration. 
�  The digital readout is in incremental mode (the upper left corner of the LCD shows INC instead of 

ABS).  Press and hold the MODE key for 3 seconds to return to the Absolute reading. 
 
The digital readout resets itself while the saw is not running and the fence is locked: 
�  The digital readout is in incremental mode (the upper left corner of the LCD shows INC instead of 

ABS).  Press and hold the MODE key for 3 seconds to return to the Absolute reading. 
�  The ZERO key has been pushed.  Recalibrate the saw fence.  Be sure to LOCK the calibration. 
 
The digital readout reads ERR 2 or “ No Enc” : 
�  The readhead connector is not fully inserted into the digital readout. 
�  The readhead has been removed from the scale. To clear the error, unplug the readhead for one 

second, then reconnect to the digital readout.  Recalibration may be necessary. 
�  The fence has been moved too quickly.  To clear the error, unplug the readhead for one second, then 

reconnect to the digital readout.  Recalibration may be necessary. 
 
The digital readout shows B, BAT, or a battery symbol: 
�  Your batteries need to be changed.  The digital readout uses two standard AA alkaline cells.  To 

change the batteries, unscrew the top cover (two screws) and remove old batteries.  Be sure to avoid 
touching the brass battery contacts as much as possible.  These are specially designed to be loose 
while you are changing batteries-do not bend them.
