Digital Scale:

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Installing the Display Bracket:

1

Remove the two lock nuts that hold the locking
lever to the fence. Place the display bracket
flush with the side of the fence, aligning the
holes in the two parts.

Reingtall the two lock nuts. Tighten the nuts
until the display bracket is flush with the side of
the fence. Do not over tighten.

Installing the Display:

Remove the two screws on the front of the
display housing and set them aside.

2. Pull the cover off the base.

4. Attach the display base to the Display Bracket using the flathead screws provided. Replace the

Drill out the upper left and lower right hole locations (they are partially drilled already).

display cover and tighten screws.

M ounting the Scale:

1

Remove the fence from the table (by
diding off to the right).

Remove the rectangular fence tube from
the angle iron.

Remove the angle iron from the front of
the saw table.

Turn the angle iron over and countersink
the holes (for the fence tube) to
accommodate the supplied ¥#20
flathead bolts.

Reinstall the angle iron onto the table.

Reinstall the rectangular fence tube to
the angle iron using the supplied %220
flathead bolts.

Place the digital scale on the underside
of the fence tube so the right end isflush
with the right end of the fence tube and
the front edge is flush with the front
edge of the fence tube. Use the ¥4’
aluminum spacers between the digital
scale and the rectangular tube (see
photo on the next page). Clamp this
assembly in place.
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8. Mark the locations for the screw holes
on the underside of the fence tube.
Remove the scale and spacers and set
aside for now.

9. Dirill and tap 8-32 holes into the fence
tube at the marked locations.

10. Mount the scale in place using the 8-32
mounting screws.

11. Verify the aluminum spacers are flush
with the front edge of the rectangular
tube (or just behind it).

12. IF THE READHEAD HAS BEEN REMOVED FROM THE SCALE: Carefully dide the readhead
onto the scale. Note the readhead’ s sensitive internal ground fingers. Use special care not to damage
any of the senditive electronic components.

Guide Clip Installation:

1. Side the fence back onto the fence
tubing.

2. Side the readhead up to the guide clip.
Pull the guide clip down just enough to
allow the readhead’ s post to engage into
the guide clip’s dot.

3. Usewashersto adjust the pressure of the
guide clip on the readhead. The guide
clip should flex approximately 1/16”.

4. Connect the readhead to the digital display.
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5. Move the fence in both directions, checking for binding. Adjust the fence or the guide clip spacing as
needed.

6. Verify the display reads larger numbers when moved from left to right. If it does not, consult the
included Operation Manual.

Calibration:

(Use the Operation Manual as areference if needed.)

1. With the fence locked in position near the saw blade, cut a small square board.

2. Measure this board with the most precise measuring tool available and write down the measurement.

3. Pressthe ZERO key on the display.

4. Usethe PLUSKkey to enter the measured value into the display.

5. Press and hold the ON/OFF button. Press the MODE button (press and release in less than a second).
Release the ON/OFF button. The keyboard is now locked. It can be unlocked by repeating this
procedure.

6. The display should be re-calibrated when the saw blade is changed (kerf allowance) or when the

batteriesin the display are changed.

Removing the Fence fr om the Saw:

1.

Disconnect the cable from the display.

Sip the readhead out from under the guide clip.

Side the readhead to the left.

Side the fence to the right and remove from the table.

Fasten the loose end of the readhead cable to prevent any possible damage.

When re-ingtalling the fence, be sure the readhead is engaged under the guide clip. Re-calibration will
be necessary.
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Troubleshooting:

The reading is accurate close to the saw blade, but not accurate at larger distances:
Check the alignment of the saw fence. The alignment will affect the measurements at larger distances.
Also be sure to check the mounting of all components. Any loose bolts can allow for “dop”
measurements.

The display resets itself while saw is running and the fence is locked:
The display has been accidentally reset. Large voltage spikes from nearby motors, inverters, or dust
collection systems can cause this. Be sure that all devices are properly grounded.
Also, extreme vibration can cause this. Mount the display in a vibration-free location.
Be sure the incremental mode has not been accidentally started. If so, return to the absolute mode.

The display resets itself while the saw is not running and the fence is locked:
Be sure the incremental mode has not been accidentally started. If so, return to the absolute mode.
Be sure the ZERO key has not been accidentally pushed. If so, you will need to recalibrate the saw
fence. Be sureto LOCK the value into the display.

ERR 2 or No Enc:
Make sure the connector is fully inserted into the display. Also, be sure the readhead is on the scale.
To clear the error, smply unplug the readhead for one second and re-insert the connector to the
display. You will need to recalibrate.
The fence has been moved too quickly. To clear the error, smply unplug the readhead for one second
and re-insert the connector to the display. Y ou will need to recalibrate.

B, BAT, or aBattery Symbol:
Your batteries need to be changed. The display uses two standard AA alkaline cells. To change the
batteries, unscrew the top cover (two screws) and remove old batteries. Be sure to avoid touching the
brass battery contacts as much as possible. These are specially designed to be loose while you are
changing batteries-do not attempt to bend them.
